“For the past year, I have been using MDC 
stirrups and wish I had discovered them long 
before then”, said Dansby-Phelps, “Before using 
MDC stirrups, my knees were hurting me when I 
rode.” “The best feature of this stirrup is the 
“click and set” swivel system, which provides the 
option of turning the stirrups so your legs are 
placed at a natural angle to the horse when 
riding”, Dansby-Phelps explains, “This aids in 
relieving stress put on the joints. And I like the 
added feature of the “flex” stirrups which help in 
absorbing the stress placed on the ankle”.

Atlanta, GA-- International Grand Prix dressage rider and trainer, Suzanne Dansby-Phelps and 
her talented partner, Cooper can now be seen on YouTube.com. Cooper, an amazing 18.3 hand 
Holsteiner gelding, is popular fixture on the CDI Grand Prix circuit. The recently posted 
YouTube.com video shows Phelps and Cooper dancing through the Grand Prix Freestyle at the 

Washington International Horse Show.  

Suzanne Dansby-Phelps and Cooper have had a 
successful career together, including traveling to 
Aachen, Germany to be the alternate for last year’s 
U.S. dressage team at the World Equestrian 
Games. Phelps has been either short- or long-listed 
for the U.S. team for seven consecutive years. 

Shortly after their return to the States, Phelps and 
Cooper were invited to the $25,000 Dressage 
Invitational at the Washington International Horse 
Show. This honor only included three other horse 
and rider combinations. The dramatic Musical 
Freestyle competition was hosted the last night of 
the competition. Phelps was the first competitor to 
enter the arena in front of a crowd of more than 

10,000 onlookers.  

In the video, the audience can be heard cheering at many different times during 
the ride, showing their obvious approval of the horse, the movements, and the 
music.The judges also displayed their approval of this test by awarding Phelps 
and Cooper with a score of 70.94% for the Freestyle performance. (The clip has
